












On April 2nd, the CAP faculty and students took time out of 
their busy schedules in order to learn about the richness of 

the scholarhship and creative work of the faculty.   Several faculty 
members associated with the MSHP program presented their 
research and work during this event. 

Carol Flores gave a presentation entitled Owen Jones and a New 
Understanding of Design. Owen Jones played an important role 
in the influences of design  and architecture.  Carol’s work and 
resulting book, “reveals Jones for the visionary desinger and major 
theorist that he was.”

Ted Wolner’s presentation was entitled Henry Ives Cobb’s Chicago: 
Cultural Institutions and the Making of an Early Modern City.  “Henry 
Ives Cobbs is Chicago’s other major architect in the late nineteent 
century.” His presentation examined “a few of Cobb’s buildings that 
emphasize how crucial his Chicago work is for a full understanding 
of Chicago’s maturation as a city... and how his buildings embody 
key aspects of early modernity that historians of nineteenth century 
Chicago overlook or underemphasize”

Michele Chiuni’s proposal for establishing a program on Digital 
Reconstruction of Architectural World Heritage (DRAWH)  was 
presented at the Symposium.  Two projects of Michele’s were 
presented:  the archaeologically based Santa Maria Antiqua project 
based on a new survey with laser scanning technology and the 
Chicago Stock  Exchange pilot project aimed at demonstrating the 
application of laser scanning technology for digital documentation 
of Louis Sullivan terracotta panels on the Stock Exchange building.

Duncan Campbell’s presentation Celebrating Historic Preservation, 
addressed the goals of the Center for Historic Preservation and how it 
helps Ball State preservation students to learn valuable skills needed 
to do preservation work and provides real world experience by helping 
communities with preservation projects

Jonathan Spodek gave a presentation called Moisture Detection 
in Historic Masonry using Infrared Thermography (IRT). IRT is a non-
destructive testing method that can help detect moisture in the walls 
of historic masonry buildings. Moisture is a leading cause to many 
problems in historic buildings. Jonathan’s research can help preserve 
buildings and lower conservation costs by detecting moisture 
problems early .

Andrew Seager gave a presentation on Ball State and the Archaeological 
Exploration of Sardis, Turkey.  The Sardis expedition has been a joint 
project of Harvard and Cornell since 1958 . CAP students have worked 
for the architectural staff on the Sardis expedition since 1988.
