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On Wednesday March 29 r.he College of Archl
tecture and Planning Guest Lecture Series at Ball
State was pleased to host a presentation by
Gunny Harboe, AlA, President of Harboe Archi-
tects. I'he audience, composed of college faculty,
students, and members of the public, enjoyed
Gunny's hour-long presentation titled, “Mies and
IIT — Restoring the Legacy.”

Gunny began his own architecture firm in March
of 2006, specializing in historic preservation and
sustainable design. Prior to that he spent |7 [/2
years at McClier (and Austin/AECOM), where he
was responsible for all of the firm's projects in-
volving preservation, restoration, or rehabilitation
of older structures of historic or architectural
significance. Gunny has gained a national reputa-
tion for his award-winning work on the Rookery
and Reliance Buildings in Chicago. Both these
projects received national Honor Awards from
the AIA and the National Trust for Historic Pres-
ervation.

Harboe began his lecture with
an explanation of the organiza-
tion DOCOMOMO, an organi-
zation with Dutch origins,
founded in the early nineties
that focuses on preserving ar-
chitecture of Modernism and
the recent past. Harboe serves
as one of the current board
members of the Chicago chap-
ter of the organization.

He then went on to present a
brief history of Ludwig Mies van
der Rohe's career from its ori-
gins at the Bauhaus in Berlin,

which he designed twenty-two campus buildings.
Gunny went on to show images of structures at
the IIT campus designed by Mies for which he and
his firm had supervised the preservation and reha-
bilitation, including the Commons, Carr Chapel
(the only religious structure Mies designed), and
Wishnick Hall.

The presentation changed pace when Gunny be-
gan to discuss the restoration of S.R. Crown Hall,
a building he referred to as "Mies’ masterpiece.”
Gunny served as the Restoration architect work-
ing with Kreuck and Sexton Architects, on the full
restoration of the 1956 National Historic Land-
mark.

The restoration project for Crown Hall included
the following phases: renovation of the south
porch, a full assessment of the building, extensive
testing of replacement glass, rehabilitation of all of
the windows in the building, and the reengineering
of the stops which hold the glass
panels in place. The original plan
and finishes of the building were
largely restored. The project
was completed in fifteen weeks
over the summer while students
were away on break.

Gunny completed his presenta-
tion by giving a sneak peek at
what will be happening to the
building in the coming future,
which includes maximizing the
use of natural light, natural ven-
tilation, frosted glass, and the
zoning of HVAC units to help
with energy saving. Following
