In this course, we will use a geographic perspective to explore the 
dynamics of armed con�ict. We will introduce and use geographic
concepts such as place and scale to  “contextualize” political con�icts
and to investigate why certain people, groups, or countries act in 
certain ways in certain situations. Our goal will be to understand the
limits and possibilities faced by countries and other political actors
as they negotiate, initiate, or try to avoid con�ict.
