Description of Courses:

Honrs 189-2,  Anna Priebe,  What do Indian Residential schools, Tianamen Square, Indonesian freedom fighters, and French-Polynesian tattoo artists have in common? It might not seem like a lot, but if Midwesterners look due west, we can see a neighborhood whose cultural wealth has long been a source of Western fantasy.  In this course, we will look at contemporary fiction written by Pacific and Pacific Rim writers, but not only in order to explore the many, serious issues they face as they juggle the demands of their unique cultural heritages and an ever-looming Western-style modernity.  How these writers refuse and rewrite the stories told of them by Western culture will, I hope, also encourage us to reevaluate our own stories of geographic and cultural centrality and better appreciate our place among the cultural communities of the Pacific. (Texts for study include Tomson Highway’s Kiss of the Fur Queen, Ma Jian’s Beijing Coma , and Kim Scott’s True Country)     
Honrs 189-4, Eva Weng,  A short introduction of the characteristics of the ocean environment will be given at the beginning of the class.  Students are expected to conduct a guided literature search and discussion about the past and present interactions (including competition, conflict, and cooperation) of various nations and cultures with the ocean for each issue, and then come up their own thoughts regarding the policy-making for the fate of the ocean, which affects us ultimately.  Each student has to keep track of the current marine affairs closely related to issues addressed throughout the semester and edit a journal by using Google Earth as his/her term project.
Honrs 199-2, Gary Pavlechko.  Many would concur that every aspect of the American family is experiencing change, so studying the causes and consequences of today’s family trends can prove to be worthwhile. Every American family has established patterns that continue, are interrupted, or are changed. Every kind of family has strengths that can be furthered and weaknesses that can be avoided. There is value in understanding family patterns and their impact on economic, cultural, and social systems. There is significant value in understanding the impact of family patterns on our education system. A specific emphasis of this course will be for students to explore their family patterns – how they have evolved over generations by cultural shifts in American history and how American culture can be influenced by the structure of the American family - share their findings, and determine the value of their personal contributions. Bio:  Gary Pavlechko is the Director of Teaching Technology, in the Office of Teaching and Learning Advancement, at Ball State University. He has held this position since 2001. Prior to this title, he was Director of the Center for Teaching Technology, a university professional development initiative that served Indiana K-12 teachers and Ball State faculty. Through his higher education teaching, he incorporated the integration of technology into a teacher education program that studied the cognitive impact of technology integration on pre-service teachers. He has taught a learning theory course in the Department of Educational Psychology, three English education courses focusing on how to teach language arts and children’s literature, a core curriculum course for Elementary Education focusing on the integration of technology in teaching, an undergraduate/graduate course in educational technology for Secondary Education, and two graduate courses, one for English (using technology in higher education teaching) and another for Educational Leadership (restructuring America’s schools). Pavlechko has served as an expert reviewer on numerous, U.S. Department of Education grant programs, ranging from FIPSE, Upward Bound, Preparing Tomorrow’s Teachers to Use Technology, and the Technology Innovation Challenge Grant. During his eighteen years at Ball State, he also served as a reviewer for Indiana Department of Education technology grant programs, Ameritech’s Vision Athena two-way videoconferencing program, and for the Office of Faith-Based and Community Initiatives for AmeriCorps State Funds. Initially at Ball State, Pavlechko served as a university instructional designer. He began his professional career as an elementary school teacher. He holds degrees in curriculum and instruction from The Pennsylvania State University and elementary education from Adrian College.
