Description

Full-time undergraduate students enrolled in a four-year college in the U.S. $1,500
stipend per academic year. Recipients may reapply each year for up to four years.

A year-long leadership development program that trains emerging leaders in the
fight against hunger in the U.S. Applicants have completed a bachelor’s degree and
demonstrated a commitment to social justice and leadership.

Up to $6,000 awarded to a student involved in building the movement for social and
economic justice. Considers financial need, academic performance, and participation
in struggles for civil rights, economic justice, international solidarity, or other
progressive issues.

Funding for a student proposed public service project anywhere in the world.

Awards at least one $500 scholarship to a high school senior or first-year college
student who is committed to peace.

Awards for thesis clearly relevant to aggression & violence and human dominance.
Also accepts proposals for individual research projects.

Gives a monthly stipend to serve in D.C. as a full-time project assistant for six
months at the partici-pating organization of your choice. Must have a strong interest
in issues of peace and security.

Offers three separate scholarships / fellowships to encourage understanding, open
inquiry, rigorous scholarship, and creative problem solving. Some apply for study
outside the U.S.

100 fellowships awarded to cover the full cost of summer study of a critical language
at Middlebury.

Support for minority students to be involved in a Lisle program either in the U.S. or
internationally. Candidates must demonstrate a history of commitment to the
creation of a just and peaceful world, the ability to follow through with projects
which work with and toward world community and concrete evidence that others
will benefit from the experience of the scholarship winner.
